Background for Teachers:
Use the life cycle of a butterfly to introduce vocabulary words
Intended Learning Outcomes: (same as objectives)
 Students will be able to identify four new vocabulary words.  The new vocabulary words are butterfly, egg, caterpillar, & cocoon. 
Instructional Procedures: 

1. Choose new vocabulary words-butterfly, egg, caterpillar, & cocoon.
2. Introduce the words with pictures and puppets before reading the story.

3. During reading emphasize the vocabulary words as you come to them.  

4. Discuss activity for students to take home and practice with their family.
5. Make butterfly life cycle activity to take home with labels of new words.
Family Connections: (take home activity)
Send home the life cycle activity with new words and a note to parents that the students have learned these new words today.  Ask parents to read the new words with their students.
Assessment Plan: (how do you plan to assess whether or not students gained the skill/concept?)
Review new words on the next day.  Reread the story and have the students hold up a butterfly every time they hear one of the new words.  Arrange centers in the room that focus on the life cycle of a butterfly.  Note when the students use the new vocabulary words in the centers.
